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Begin your tour at       the Visitor Information Center 
located in the Rhode Island Convention Center.  

Cross straight over onto Francis Street and walk 
forward so that you are standing in front of the 
Greater Providence Chamber of Commerce on 
Exchange Terrace.  Continue to walk up Exchange 
Terrace.

Continue on to      One Union Station.  

Cross Exchange Terrace over to     Burnside Park.

Continue down Exchange Terrace and cross over to 
the     U.S. Post Office Building, which is located on 
Exchange Street.      Kennedy Plaza will be visible on 
your right.

Bear right.  The      Federal Building will be on your 
left.

Continue down Exchange Street until you reach 
Westminster Street.  Take a left onto Westminster 
and continue until you reach where it intersects with     
     One Financial Plaza.

Continue on Westminster Street until you reach the       
     Archway that stands on the corner of 
Westminster and Memorial Boulevard.

Cross Memorial Boulevard onto College Street 
Bridge heading toward     Market House.

Continue to cross over College Street Bridge toward 
the Riverwalk. The      Gazebo will be on your left. 

Return to Memorial Boulevard via College Street 
Bridge.  Cross over onto Westminster Street and 
veer left onto Weybosset Street.  

Continue walking up Weybosset Street. You will pass     
     the Hampton Inn Providence, as well as      the 
Arcade.  Stop at       the Providence Performing Arts 
Center. 

Continue walking up Weybosset Street until you 
reach      Beneficent Church.

Cross over Weybosset and take a right onto Empire 
Street. Continue on Empire Street until you arrive at      
      AS220. 

Cross Empire where it intersects with Washington 
Street and take a right onto Washington. Stop at
     Trinity Repertory Theatre. 

Proceed down Washington Street until you arrive at             
      AS220 at the Dreyfuss/Local 121 Restaurant.  

Stay on corner for a great view of 
     Lupo’s Heartbreak Hotel.

Cross back over Washington Street and take a right 
onto Mathewson Street. Take a left onto Mathewson 
Street where it intersects with Westminster Street.  
Continue on Westminster until you reach 
     Providence Black Rep. 

Continue on Westminster, passing 
the Shepard’s Clock. Take a left onto Dorrance 
Street, crossing over Westminster.  Continue 
down Dorrance Street until you reach      City Hall 

Cross Washington Street and stop in front of 
     the Providence Biltmore Hotel.
 
Cross Dorrance Street to      the Bank of America 
Skating Center. 

Cross back over to the Biltmore.  Walk past 
Biltmore towards the Westin Hotel.  Bear left at 
Sabin Street.  The      Visitors Center, located in 
the RI Convention Center, is straight ahead.
